Text of Email Sent 12/19/09 to Officials

Assignments have been completed for the dates covering January 16 through February 25, 2010.  The remaining assignments will be sent out at a later date.

Not all officials were able to get assigned a match during the first round of assignments. Availability for assignments seemed to be much larger this year and the number of qualified officials available to work matches has increased.  In addition, many schools requested only 1 official per match and newer officials were not assigned these matches.  Other factors taken into consideration for assigning officials were:  

· State residence 
· Years of experience as an ITA official 

· Requests from coaches 

· Feedback from coaches on official’s abilities 

· Proximity to matches 

· Ability to chair matches 

· Potential difficulty of matches
All of these factors made it difficult to give officials as many assignments as they might have desired.  In addition to the above, on days when schools were having a double header, officials were assigned based on the number of qualified officials indicating their availability.
